Dear Friends in the Labor Movement,

Once again, members of the New England J oint Board are confronting raids from
the national leadership of SEIU.

SEIU agents are distributing flyers to our members, and house-visiting members
and Joint Board staff. We expect this interference to continue and to expand —an
unconscionable misappropriation of members’ dues. This is retaliation against our
Joint Board for voting not to break apart the UNITE HERE merger, or to spread
chaos and division in the labor movement.

The raids focus on upcoming negotiations at four distribution centers, employing
3,000 members at TIX Corporation — in Worcester, Fall River and Woburn,
Massachusetts, and in Bloomfield, Connecticut. The first TJX d.c. was organized
by the New England Joint Board of the ILGWU, in Framingham, forty years ago.
Since that time, our Joint Board and other affiliates have organized all TIX
distribution facilities nationwide. Each contract is negotiated separately, by
regional union leadership. There is no national agreement, and no basis for anyone
outside our Joint Board to interfere in our negotiations. Similar to other recent
divisive actions of national SEIU, this interference can only strengthen
management’s hand versus labor. This comes as our movement faces the greatest
opportunities and challenges in decades.

We ask you now to join us in demanding that national SEIU cease and desist from
this divisive action.
